TxDOT NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING
Lake Ridge Parkway

From 3,600 feet south of Honey Suckle Drive 

To Great Southwest Parkway

The Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT) will conduct a Public Hearing on Tuesday, July 19, 2011, for the proposed project to reconstruct and widen Lake Ridge Parkway from 3,600 feet south of Honey Suckle Drive to Great Southwest Parkway in the city of Grand Prairie, Tarrant County, Texas; a distance of approximately 1.816 miles.

The Public Hearing will be held at the Parks Lake Operations Center, located at 5610 Lake Ridge Parkway,   Grand Prairie, Texas.  Prior to the Public Hearing, an Open House will be held from 6:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m., to allow for questions and the review of project exhibits.  TxDOT staff will be available to answer questions during the Open House.  The formal Public Hearing presentation will begin at 7:00 p.m. followed by a public comment period.
The purpose of the Public Hearing is to discuss the social, economic, and environmental effects of the proposed project.  The proposed project would add capacity to the existing facility and would provide better and safer accessibility to and from the adjacent residential and commercial facilities, proposed mixed-use developments, Lynn Creek Park, Joe Pool Lake, and the adjacent marina.
The proposed project would involve reconstructing and widening the existing facility to three travel lanes in each direction with curb and gutter, a raised 6- to 16-foot wide median, and 12-foot wide outside vegetated buffer.  The lanes would consist of two 11-foot wide lanes and one 14-foot wide lane for a shared-use travel lane to accommodate vehicle/bicycle use.  The vegetated buffer would include 5- to 8-foot wide sidewalks in each direction.  Retaining walls near Lynn Creek Park would be constructed within the existing ROW.  Existing single- and double-left turn lanes would remain and right turn lanes would be added to accommodate future traffic demands.
The proposed project would require a small expansion of the existing right-of-way (ROW). The existing ROW width varies between 100 and 169 feet, but is typically 120 feet wide.  The total new ROW acquisition would be approximately 0.585 acre and approximately 0.366 acre of temporary easement at the Camp Wisdom Road intersection for use during construction. No business or residential properties would be displaced.

The proposed project is located just north of Joe Pool Lake, but does not cross over the lake.  The hydraulic design for the proposed project would be in accordance with the current TxDOT design polices and standards. This project will not result in the placement of temporary or permanent dredge or fill material into jurisdictional Waters of the U.S., including wetlands, or other special aquatic sites.  Lynn Creek Park, located adjacent to the proposed project would have no impacts.  The proposed project would not require the use of, nor substantially impair the purposes of any publicly owned land from a public park, recreational area, wildlife, and waterfowl refuge lands or historic sites of national, state, or local significance as determined by federal, state, or local officials having jurisdiction thereof.
The project’s environmental document along with maps and drawings showing the project’s location and geometric design will be presented at the Public Hearing.  This information is also available for public inspection and reproduction at the TxDOT Dallas District Office, located at 4777 East Highway 80, Mesquite, Texas 75150, and the City of Grand Prairie, Transportation Services Offices located at 206 West Church Street, Grand Prairie, Texas. Information concerning the TxDOT Relocation Assistance Program, benefits and services and information about the tentative schedules for right-of-way acquisition and construction may be obtained from the TxDOT Dallas District Office.
All interested persons are invited to attend this Public Hearing.  Persons requiring special communication or accommodation needs should contact the TxDOT Dallas District Public Information Office at (214) 320-6100 at least two (2) working days prior to the Hearing so appropriate arrangements can be made.  Because the Hearing will be conducted in English, any request for language interpretation or other special communication needs should also be made at least two (2) working days prior to the Hearing.  TxDOT will make every reasonable effort to accommodate these needs.

Verbal and written comments from the public regarding the proposed Lake Ridge Parkway improvements can be presented at the hearing.  Written comments can also be submitted to:
