This will require the least disruption of homes and businesses and
will likely be the cheapest option. Especially after having spent money to build overpasses over the major
intersections in Denton and Collin Counties, it would make sense to then take then next step to turn the
current road into a controlled access highway, rather than using a new alignment. This will also allow for a
great deal of economic development throughout the whole US 380 corridor, as home builders and
businesses will flock to an area with good transportation options. The second best option is to use one of
the alignments to the north, possibly one that is half way between the current US 380 and the proposed
Outer Loop, in order to capture traffic that otherwise would be headed south to US 380 and direct it east-
west to I-35, the DNT, or I-75. This, again, will allow for a great deal of economic development, as much
of this area is currently un- or under-developed, lacking in commercial and retail especially. A road here
would mean jobs for thousands of north Texans and would be a boon to the economy of the entire area.
The routes south of the existing 380 are the least desirable. Building bridges across the lake following the
southern route will not allow for any economic development in the area as the surrounding areas are all
flood plain or residential areas. Further, a bypass of this nature will not greatly improve traffic flow as
access will only be at either end where the traffic will pile up as the bypass joins the existing road. You are
simply shifting the traffic from the middle to the ends of the stretch in question while negatively affecting
the businesses in the middle that depend upon the traffic. The southern route across the lake is also sure
to be incredibly expensive as compared to using existing roads, as is possible in other alignments. There is
also the environmental impact to consider. Wild land is increasingly less common in north Texas and this
land is home to a number of species including coyotes, deer, raccoons, and native and migrating birds. The
southern routes will destroy large areas of undisturbed land and greatly impact the rest due to the traffic
noise. This route would also greatly increase the chances of pollution affecting the drinking water source
for much of the region. While the impact to the lake directly is likely minimal in the short term, the routes
follow the watershed of the lake and long-term impacts from daily exposure of the watershed to
petroleum products and other contaminants (litter, etc.) have the potential to impact the entire region
and are likely not part of any project cost estimates.
