While we understand the importance of infrastructure 
improvements for our community, this project will have 
significant impact on the integrity and character of our 
property and daily life as it threatens the livability, 
security, environmental stability, and long-term viability of 
our homestead of 25 years. 

If right of way (ROW) is required from your property, existing 
improvements are assessed and considered in accordance with the 
Uniform Act and associated Federal regulations. As a property owner, 
you have the constitutionally guaranteed right to receive just 
compensation for the property that would be purchased from you. During 
the ROW acquisition process, a state certified appraisal would take place 
to determine just compensation. The appraisal, conducted by an 
appraiser independent of state interests, would take into account any 
existing improvements within the proposed acquisition that would be 
affected. Your cooperation and input will aid greatly in ensuring that 
nothing is overlooked that ought to be included in the appraisal of your 
property. 

As retired individuals (ages 71 and 76), this project will 
also place a significant financial burden on us. The 
property value will be greatly diminished and the benefit 
of improvements made to the land will be lost. Further, in 
considering the possibility of relocating all together, we 
find that our property cannot be recreated elsewhere 
because of the substantial rise in property values and 
property taxes without dramatic impact on our retirement 
funds. This project places this property owner at a 
significant financial disadvantage. 

Changes in property values are driven by a variety of site-specific factors, 
and how property values may be affected in a negative or positive way 
cannot be reasonably estimated. 

Increased traffic noise, reduced privacy, and proposed 
changes to property boundaries raise serious concerns 
as outlined above and, as a result, we urge TxDOT to 
explore potential adjustments to the project plan that 
protect existing properties and preserve our community’s 
character.   

A Traffic Noise Analysis will be accomplished in accordance with 
TxDOT’s Guidelines for Analysis and Abatement of Roadway Traffic 
Noise. Based on the analysis it will be determined if noise abatement are 
reasonable and feasible. 

For example, the proposed land "take over" is not 
equitable as to each side of the road or as to each 
property owner. 

Different alignment and geometry options have been considered and 
evaluated from engineering and environmental considerations. The final 
alignment has been determined by seeking to minimize the overall impact 
of the project to the corridor.

June 12, 2025 In Person I wanted to take the opportunity to express the 
importance of the right/left turn lanes at Maverick Drive at 
the Lakeside at Heath subdivision. As a homeowner that 
has been residing there since 2017 I have witnessed an 
unbelievably high number of tragic car accidents happen 
at the opening of our subdivision due to NO turn lanes. 
We are the only subdivision from Linda Lyon to 460 
without one and the car accidents continue. Please do 
your part as a city and keep our city a safe place to live. 
Add the lanes as planned. 

The preliminary design, as currently depicted in the schematic, includes 
designated southbound and northbound right and left turn lanes into 
Maverick Drive and Saddle Club Drive. The location and length of median 
openings and turn lanes must meet geometric standards and are 
determined in accordance with the TxDOT Access Management Manual. 
The proposed configuration is preliminary and subject to change in final 
design.

8 Rusty Simpson June 12, 2025 In Person I am writing to respectfully voice concern about the 
proposed widening of FM 740, which runs directly 
alongside our daycare facility, By the Barnyard Gate. 

Comment noted. 

The current proximity of the street to our building and 
parking lot is already a concern. Widening it any further 
toward the daycare would create significant safety risks 
for our children and families. Our parkling lot is in close 
quarters with the existing road, and families frequently 
walk young children to and from their cars during busy 
drop-off and pick-up times. The current proposal would 
take out our back 15 parking spots and entry way. 

Proposed ROW does not encroach on any of the parking spaces.  Also, 
as evidenced by 1) the curvature of the horizontal proposed alignment, 2) 
the minimal buffer between sidewalk and ROW, and 3) maintenance of 
the roadway elevations to match the day care elevation (even at the 
detriment to the Lovers Lane elevation), significant effort has been made 
to minimize the impacts to the  day care. Sight distance (vertical curvature 
of FM 740) will be improved with the reconstruction. 

We are especially concerned about the impact on 
children entering and exiting vehicles and crossing the 
parking area. Even a small shift in the road's position 
could compromise both their safety and the comfort of 
families using our facility. At the current proposal 740 will 
be running though our existing parking lot which a cocern 
on the speed at which the cars travel and the proximity to 
families. 
If street improvements are necessary, we respectfully 
request that the city concisder limiting the expansion no 
further than where the trees and shrubs are now. This 
would allow us to keep our parking spaces as well and 
keep a safe distance between the parking lot, building, 
and our families entering and exiting the building.

2) The current path of the road already brings excessive
noise into our home, with an increase in traffic and
emergency vehicles. Bringing the road closer to the
home will make the noise intolerable.

2) A Traffic Noise Analysis will be accomplished in accordance with
TxDOT’s Guidelines for Analysis and Abatement of Roadway Traffic
Noise. Based on the analysis it will be determined if noise abatement are
reasonable and feasible.

3) The grade on FM 740 in front of our house is
significantly raised which means to road expansion will
be even with the 2nd story of the house;

3) Based on the address provided, the property is located across from
Rains County Road, and the roadway is actually being lowered 1 to 1.25
feet in front of the residence.

21 Patrick Haigh June 13, 2025 Email I attended the meeting last night and wanted to provide 
the following comments. 
1) I would like to suggest the shared use path be moved
away from the roadway to increase the proposed 4 foot
buffer. As the former Dallas District Landscape Architect
(1986-2015), I am aware that it is not always possible to
do so due to a number of reasons (insufficient ROW,
slopes that don't allow the shifting, and culvert ends that
may require special treatments. This shift would provide
pedestrians with a greater sense of safety, and an
opportunity for the developer or City to include a
landscape buffer in the future (if they chose to do so). I
had made this suggestion and provided specific station
numbers following the previous public meeting via the
website, but it was after the "deadline" for public
comments.

1) The buffer is beyond a raised curb that doesn't currently exist and
follows the minimum values necessary as much as practical to balance
safety against economic impacts, environmental impacts, and property
owner impacts per the current TxDOT standards.

I make this suggestion for the sidewalks on both sides of
the roadway, but more importantly for the shared use
path as the Travis Ranch Development has over 6,000
homes immediately west of the roadway, and I have
witnessed many pedestrians using the ROW. Currently,
most of them tend to walk through the neighborhood and
cross near intersections, particularly at Johnson City Ave
where they do so to get to the Dollar General.



Additionally, I highly recommend the sidewalk at the 
entry drive to the 7/11 be moved as close to the ROW as 
possible for 2 reasons: 
1) the crossing distance for the current location is
approximately 65 feet, which is a long way to be in an
unprotected position (as it doesn't appear there would be
a pedestrian light there); and,
2) because the entry drive is immediately adjacent to the
T-intersection, vehicles making the turn will be focusing
vehicles in the intersection and not on pedestrians
crossing the entry drive. That includes drivers making a
left turn on WB FM 740 then into the 7/11.

2) Consideration for sidewalk to driveway connections will be given in
detailed design (PS&E development). The TxDOT design guidance
recognizes that sidewalks and SUP should be placed as far from the
roadway as grading and other constraints allow at driveway connections.

Texas 75126), I did a rough measure and the proposed ROW for this FM 
740 widening project in front of your property will be about ~41’further 
east comparing to the existing ROW (subject to change).

Good morning, 
FM 460 from US 80 to FM 740 (as shown in the June 12 2025 public 
meeting) does not have a bridge. While we are working on the schematic 
and environmental phase of the project development, the construction 
funding has not yet been identified thus no set timeline for when the 
construction will start or complete. For the detail timeline for the new 
Costco at the northeast quadrant of FM 460 and US 80, please directly 
inquire with Costco and City of Forney.

The property owner on the south side 
of FM 740 asked the father of Governor Clements if he 
could redirect it onto the Ridgway property (current 
owner Samantha Keats). The Ridgways granted 
permission but did not grant an easement. It was all 
agricultural, at the time. The flow was minimal, not 
enough to create a ditch or any noticeable erosion. 
Tractors crossed it without issue for decades. The area 
was dry up until TXDOT got there. However, once the 
subdivision went in several things happened creating a 
problem. 

Comment noted. 

1. TXDOT did not keep the drainage ditch on the north 
side of FM740 open during and after construction of the 
bridges east of the intersection. This drainage was never 
brought back  into proper working order by any of the 
contractors, (hired by TXDOT). They broke it but didn’t fix 
it. 

1 - 7)  The goal for drainage on this project is to analyze existing 
conditions and to demonstrate the proposed condition will function similar 
to existing or have no significant adverse impact. Therefore, the culvert is 
proposed to discharge to the existing outfall location.  

2. Having no clear route to flow along the road, water 
was forced to flow across the property and into the creek. 
Normally, excess water would sheet flow and not 
accumulate across this area in large rain events, but 
would not accumulate. Most water flowed down the 
borrow ditch. 

  

3. With the conversion of agricultural land to suburban 
subdivisions the detention was  inadequate to restrict the 
increased runoff to the original agricultural rate.

6. Because the last construction crew blocked the
drainage, and the new subdivision did not detain its
water appropriately, this area is generally wet with 1 ft of
water and cat tails to boot. TXDOT has materially
damaged the property with the assistance of the
inadequate detention from the subdivision.
Solution:
The proposed culvert that runs diagonally underneath the
intersection needs to be moved to run in its natural
course along the borrow ditch on the south side of FM
740.
Property
Request:
When the road is moved out of its current path, and the
drainage is no longer required we request the right-of-
way be reduced to what is needed, and not what is
proposed, and that the recovered right-of-way be
returned to the owner, since the owner was never
compensated for it.
Ingress/Egress Problem:
When the bridges were updated and the retaining walls
were put on both sides. On the north side the ramps
were built too steep to move trailers, tractors and
equipment onto FM 740. Trailers high-centered easily,
making 740 inaccessible to farm equipment. The
adjacent land is a farm business. This lack of access has
impacted the business on the south side of the farm.
Poor TXDOT engineering on the ramps, and even poorer
construction has shut down access for years with no one
willing to respond.
Solution:
Redesign and extend the ramps. Check the vertical
curve for trailer clearance on the ramp, and adequate
safe turning radius onto the ramp.
Issue:
TXDOT construction contractor removed fences (5
strand barbed wire fence w/6’ posts) during construction,
and failed to replace it.
Solution:  Replace it.

TxDOT continues to fine tune the design to minimize the overall impact to 
the environment and property owners along the corridor. The proposed 
ROW reflected the minimum need for that purpose, including the need for 
roadside slope, the grading for the culvert, and etc.  

The proposed bridges and roadway will be shifted approximately 15 feet 
south from existing conditions, providing additional width to improve the 
driveways for the portion within TxDOT ROW.

  Even though similar labels 

have worked well in other 
countries, some food com-
panies oppose implement-
ing them here in the United 
States. While these labels 
certainly could impact the 
sales of less healthy foods, 
advocates say that these 
companies should recognize 
that their customers want to 
make healthier choices and 
purchase healthier products. 
Clearer labels will help them 
do just that.
  “Eating healthy should be 
less complicated and consum-
ers should be able to walk 
down grocery store aisles and 
be able to easily compare how 
nutritious different foods are,” 
says Nancy Brown, CEO of 
the American Heart Associa-
tion. “This will give everyone 
more control over their food 
choices and health.”

Interesting Facts About 
America’s National Parks

  America’s National Park 
Service is more than 100 
years old. President Wood-
row Wilson signed the act 
that created the NPS on Au-
gust 25, 1916, and since then 
the parks have attracted a 
steady stream of nature lov-
ers who want to take in all 
the beauty the parks have 
to offer. National parks are a 
source of price for hundreds 
of millions of Americans, 
and the following are some 
interesting facts about these 
special places across North 
America.
  •Acadia National Park in 
Maine is the oldest national 
park east of the Mississippi 
River, tracing its origins to 
1916. Landscape architect 
Charles Eliot and American 
preservationist George Dorr 
were influential in the estab-
lishment of the park, as was 
American financier John D.

  This summer Texans 
across the state will spend 
time on the water for fun 
and recreation. Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Department 
(TPWD) urges boaters and 
paddlers who enjoy the wa-
terways to do their part to 
protect the Texas lakes we 
love from aquatic invasive 
species.
  “Memorial Day weekend 
is the unofficial kick-off to 
boating season in Texas, and 
while we want everyone to 
have a great time, we also 
want them to avoid giving 
free rides to invasive species 
and helping them travel to 
new lakes,” said Brian Van 
Zee, TPWD Inland Fisheries 
regional director. “The best 
way to prevent the spread of 

many harmful aquatic inva-
sive species is to clean, drain 
and dry your watercraft and 
equipment – every time.”
  In addition to helping pre-
vent harm to aquatic eco-
systems, water infrastruc-
ture and the recreational 
experience at lakes, when 
boaters clean, drain, and 
dry their boat because it’s 
also the law. Transporting 
prohibited aquatic invasive 
species in Texas is illegal.  
Boaters must drain all water 
from their boat and onboard 
receptacles, including bait 
buckets, before leaving or 
approaching a body of fresh 
water. They must also re-
move all invasive plants from 
the boat and trailer before 
leaving a lake.

  Two of the biggest threats 
to Texas lakes, zebra mus-
sels and giant salvinia, con-
tinue to spread to new areas 
in Texas. In addition, other 
highly invasive species can 
also be spread or be intro-
duced by boaters, including 
water hyacinth, crested and 
yellow floating heart and 
quagga mussels—or other 
invasive species not yet 
found in Texas.
  Zebra mussels, a non-
native shellfish that attaches 
to hard surfaces, pose a sig-
nificant threat to our lakes. 
These invasive mussels dam-
age boats and infrastructure 
for water supply and control, 
alter lake ecosystems and 
cause harm to native spe-
cies. They also litter shore-
lines with hazardous, sharp 
shells that impact lakefront 
recreation.
  Zebra mussels are now 
found in 38 Texas lakes 
across seven river basins, 
as well as in river reaches 
downstream of infested 
lakes. TPWD and partners 
monitor numerous at-risk 
lakes around the state for 
early detection of zebra and 
closely related quagga mus-
sels. But, once they’ve been 

introduced and become es-
tablished in a lake nothing 
can be done to control or 
eradicate them.
  “Zebra mussels and quag-
ga mussels can be attached 
to boats or even carried by 
anchors or plants clinging to 
boats,” said Monica McGar-
rity, TPWD senior scientist 
for aquatic invasive species. 
“Microscopic zebra mussel 
larvae can also be transport-
ed in residual water in the 
boat. Taking just a few min-
utes to clean, drain and dry 
boats can make a huge dif-
ference in our efforts to pre-
vent further spread of this 
highly damaging species 
and harm to Texas lakes.”
  Giant salvinia, a highly 
invasive, free-floating aquat-
ic fern that can double its 
coverage area in a week, is 
another major threat to our 
lakes. This invasive plant 
can produce thick surface 
mats that make fishing, boat-
ing, swimming and other wa-
ter recreation nearly impos-
sible.
  Giant salvinia is currently 
present on 27 East Texas 
lakes and numerous rivers, 
creeks and marshes be-
tween Houston and Beau-
mont. While TPWD efforts 
have kept giant salvinia from 
currently limiting angling or 
boating access in Texas pub-
lic waters, they could still 
hitchhike from one lake to 
another on a boat, trailer or 
other equipment.
  “There’s no doubt that 
Texans love their lakes, but 
we also need everyone to 
take action to help protect 
them,” said John Findeisen, 

TPWD aquatic habitat en-
hancement team lead. “It 
only takes a tiny fragment of 
an invasive plant to create a 
problem in a new lake and 
preventing aquatic invasive 
species introductions avoids 
costly, long-term efforts to 
manage these species once 
they become established in a 
lake. An ounce of prevention 
is worth a pound of cure — it 
only takes a small amount of 
our time as responsible boat-
ers to clean, drain and dry 
our boats and equipment to 
prevent new introductions of 
aquatic invasive species.”
  TPWD urges boaters to 
follow these three simple 
but crucial steps to clean, 
drain and dry boats and gear 
before traveling from lake 
to lake: remove plants, mud 
and debris; drain all water 
from the boat and gear; once 
back home, open compart-
ments and allow everything 
to dry completely for at least 
a week, if possible.
  If a boat or other equip-
ment has been stored in the 
water at a lake with invasive 
mussels, it is likely infested 

and poses an extremely 
high risk for transporting 
these invasive species to a 
new lake. Before moving 
the boat, call TPWD at (512) 
389-4848 for guidance.
  For more information on 
how to properly clean, drain 
and dry boats and equip-
ment, visit the TPWD You-
Tube channel for a short 
instructional video. To learn 
more about zebra mussels 
and other invasive species in 
Texas, visit tpwd.texas.gov/

  TPWD and partners 
monitor for invasive species 
in Texas lakes, but anyone 
who spots them on boats, 
trailers or equipment that 
is being moved can help 
prevent new introductions 
by reporting the sighting 
to TPWD at (512) 389-4848. 
Anyone who finds invasive 
species such as zebra mus-
sels in lakes where they 
haven’t been found before 
can help identify new intro-
ductions by emailing photos 
and location information 
to aquaticinvasives@tpwd.

Two “Tough Guys” Gone Forever…..
…..Except In Memories and Histories!

  JOE DON BAKER, a 
Texan born in Groesbeck, 
was a movie star, who found 
fame and fortune especially 
by playing good and bad 
LAWMEN; he was cast 
sometimes as a “bad 
guy” and sometimes 
as a “good guy.”  Criti-
cally speaking, he was 
not always admired 
by “reviewers,” but 
he nearly always was 
admired by audiences 
who wanted to be like 
him but were either 
not “bad enough” or 
“good enough.”
  He recalled being 
greatly enthralled by 
MOVIES as a young-
ster and admitted 
wanting to be part of 
that scene.  In high 
school, he was both a 
football and basketball 
player and followed 
his early education 
with a college degree 
from North Texas State 
University (now U. N. T.) 
with a degree in Business 
Administration (1958).  
During his time there, he 
began “acting,” which he 
also followed in New York 
after a stint in the Army.  
  From there he moved on 
to California and not too 
later had a “part” in one of 
my all-time favorites, Cool 
Hand Luke, with Paul New-
man!  And, I must mention 
that he also was part of the 
baseball movie, The Natu-
ral.   
  Probably most of us who 
remember him most think 
of him as 1973’s Sheriff Bu-
ford Pusser in the movie, 
Walking Tall.  His char-
acter was a “real” person 
who fought in Tennessee 
against bootlegging, pros-
titution, gambling, and 
general “badness” and al-
lowed viewers to revel in 
the “blood, guts, and cor-
ruption” while also vicari-
ously taking on the role of 
the “good guy” who fights 
against evils of many types!  
Like many others, my 
friends and I picked up the 
idea of walking around with 
a “big stick” and getting rid 
of evil, or at least the evil 
we did not like!
  Other roles included 
being a corrupt officer in 

1985’s Fletch, a “private 
eye” in 1991’s Cape Fear, an 
arms dealer in 1987’s The 
Living Daylights, a CIA 
Operative in 1995’s Golden-
Eye, and an Operative again 
in 1997’s Tomorrow Never 
Dies—all of the last three 
were JAMES BOND mov-

ies!  He also once remarked 
that “he found enormous 
professional pleasure in the 
sophistication of a 1980s 
BBC mini-series, The Edge 
of Darkness.”
  And, I will close with 
these words of Mr. Baker 
when asked about “roman-
tic scenes.”  “…..a few love 
scenes, including one with 
actress, Linda Evans, in the 
film Mitchell, and that,” he 
remarked, “makes up for a 
lot!”  Joe Don Baker, who 
recently passed on at age 
89 years, will probably con-
tinue WALKING TALL as 
long as “old movies can be 
found and re-played over 
and over again!”
  Yes, JOE DON BAKER, 
was ONE TOUGH GUY!
  WALTER FRANKEN-
STEIN, born in 1924 far to 
the east of Berlin in what is 
now known as ZLOTOW, 
Poland, but was then Fla-
tow, Germany, was a “Jew” 
a mere eight years of age 
when Adolf Hitler became 
“Chancellor.”  He saw his 
family’s business boycotted 
and “shot up.”
  When he was expelled 
from his Flatow school, his 
mom sent him to a Berlin 
Jewish orphanage, so he 
would be safer and could 
go to a Jewish school.  He 
was able to escape when 

Nazi troopers set much of 
the city on fire!
  He was able to attend a 
Jewish technical school, 
and in 1942 married and 
became a “tradesman” for 
the Jewish Community in 
Berlin.  He, and his wife, 
were forced to work for the 

Nazi Regime!
  Frankenstein and 
family went into hiding 
in Berlin, sometimes 
hiding in submerged 
U-Boats.  He and wife 
and two children later 
hid out in a factory and 
finally dodged bombs 
and displacements 
until Berlin surren-
dered in 1945.  They 
had lost much of their 
extended families in 
the Holocaust and af-
ter a while joined a 
movement that helped 
smuggle out Jewish 
refugees to the British 
mandate of Palestine, 
and later his wife and 
children entered as le-
gal immigrants.

  Frankenstein served in 
the Israeli war of indepen-
dence, and the family lived 
in poverty before they im-
migrated to Sweden in 
1956.  As time passed, Wal-
ter and his wife travelled to 
Germany and contributed 
to the works and studies 
of Germans “who were too 
young to have taken part in 
the Holocaust!”
  The Frankenstein family 
donated to the Jewish Mu-
seum Berlin and helped to 
preserve much of the early 
history and photos of the 
old German Jewish life.  He 
had hidden them and his 
Star of David in a tin can in 
a West Berlin (Grunewald) 
forest!
  Walter Frankenstein 
died at the age of 100 years 
in Stockholm, where he 
had lived since the ‘50s.  
A fitting quote I read said 
the following:  “His story 
of narrow survival, not in 
a concentration camp or 
an attic, but on the run, by 
his wits and in terror—illu-
minates an ordeal endured 
by thousands of Jews, but 
sometimes overlooked in 
the popular understanding 
of the Holocaust!”
  Yes, WALTER FRAN-
KENSTEIN, too, was a 
TOUGH GUY, but in a dif-
ferent way!

My name is Ying Jia, and I’m a resident of Forney here to express my strong support for the proposed expansion of
FM 460 and FM 740 in Kaufman County.

The growth along this corridor—especially near the new Costco and the rapidly developing subdivisions—is
already putting significant strain on local roadways. Traffic congestion has worsened, and without timely
infrastructure improvements, the situation will only continue to decline, impacting daily commutes, public safety
response times, and overall quality of life.

I urge TxDOT and local leaders to begin the FM 460/FM 740 expansion project as soon as possible. However, as a
member of the community, I also want to highlight the importance of planning for adequate alternate routes and
traffic management during the construction phase. Without a clear and efficient detour system, we risk
compounding the very congestion and delays that this project aims to resolve.

I attended the meeting last night and wanted to provide the following comments.
 
I would like to suggest the shared use path be moved away from the roadway to increase the proposed 4
foot buffer. As the former Dallas District Landscape Architect (1986-2015), I am aware that it is not always
possible to do so due to a number of reasons (insufficient ROW, slopes that don't allow the shifting, and
culvert ends that may require special treatments. This shift would provide pedestrians with a greater sense
of safety, and an opportunity for the developer or City to include a landscape buffer in the future (if they
chose to do so). I had made this suggestion and provided specific station numbers following the previous
public meeting via the website, but it was after the "deadline" for public comments.
 
I make this suggestion for the sidewalks on both sides of the roadway, but more importantly for the
shared use path as the Travis Ranch Development has over 6,000 homes immediately west of the
roadway, and I have witnessed many pedestrians using the ROW. Currently, most of them tend to walk
through the neighborhood and cross near intersections, particularly at Johnson City Ave where they do so
to get to the Dollar General.
 
Additionally, I highly recommend the sidewalk at the entry drive to the 7/11 be moved as close to the ROW
as possible for 2 reasons:
1) the crossing distance for the current location is approximately 65 feet, which is a long way to be in an
unprotected position (as it doesn't appear there would be a pedestrian light there); and,
2) because the entry drive is immediately adjacent to the T-intersection, vehicles making the turn will be
focusing vehicles in the intersection and not on pedestrians crossing the entry drive. That includes drivers
making a left turn on WB FM 740 then into the 7/11.

4. For the houses that face FM-740 and have driveway access to the road, will there be crossovers created to allow direct access
to Highway 80? I am concerned that the necessity to make U-turns may pose safety risks, especially for those towing trailers.

Samantha Keats Property Issues at FM 740 and FM 460 

I went to the FM 740 meeting on June 12th at the Rhodes Middle School in Forney and 

discussed these issues with several people including the project manager.  He requested I put it 

in writing and send it to you. 

 

Stormwater 

Problem: 

Originally there was no culvert.   Governor Clements was the owner of the pecan grove that 

drained into the intersection. Before the culvert that ran diagonally across the intersection was 

installed water ran along the south side of FM 740 directly into the creek as was the natural flow 

of the water. The property owner on the south side of FM 740 asked the father of Governor 

Clements if he could redirect it onto the Ridgway property (current owner Samantha Keats).  

The Ridgways granted permission but did not grant an easement.  It was all agricultural, at the 

time. The flow was minimal, not enough to create a ditch or any noticeable erosion.  Tractors 

crossed it without issue for decades.  The area was dry up until TXDOT got there. 

 

However, once the subdivision went in several things happened creating a problem.   

1. TXDOT did not keep the drainage ditch on the north side of FM740 open during and 

after construction of the bridges east of the intersection.  This drainage was never brought back 

into proper working order by any of the contractors, (hired by TXDOT).  They broke it but didn’t 

fix it.   

2. Having no clear route to flow along the road, water was forced to flow across the 

property and into the creek.  Normally, excess water would sheet flow and not accumulate 

across this area in large rain events, but would not accumulate. Most water flowed down the 

borrow ditch.   

3. With the conversion of agricultural land to suburban subdivisions the detention was 

inadequate to restrict the increased runoff to the original agricultural rate.  Hence, the flow 

increased exponentially.  

4. With the main drainage route blocked (the ditch) the entire area is under water most of 

the year.   

5. Currently, a large concrete culvert carries all that extra water onto clay, cutting an ever 

deepening, 7 ft deep trench to the creek.   

6. Because the last construction crew blocked the drainage, and the new subdivision did 

not detain its water appropriately, this area is generally wet with 1 ft of water and cat tails to 

boot.  TXDOT has materially damaged the property with the assistance of the inadequate 

detention from the subdivision.  

 

 

 



Solution: 

The proposed culvert that runs diagonally underneath the intersection needs to be moved to run 

in its natural course along the borrow ditch on the south side of FM 740.  

 

Property 

Request: 

When the road is moved out of its current path, and the drainage is no longer required we 

request the right-of-way be reduced to what is needed, and not what is proposed, and that the 

recovered right-of-way be returned to the owner, since the owner was never compensated for it. 

  

 

 

Ingress/Egress 

Problem: 

When the bridges were updated and the retaining walls were put on both sides.  On the north 

side the ramps were built too steep to move trailers, tractors and equipment onto FM 740.  

Trailers high-centered easily, making 740 inaccessible to farm equipment.  The adjacent land is 

a farm business. This lack of access has impacted the business on the south side of the farm. 

Poor TXDOT engineering on the ramps, and even poorer construction has shut down access for 

years with no one willing to respond. 

 

 Solution: 

Redesign and extend the ramps.  Check the vertical curve for trailer clearance on the ramp, and 

adequate safe turning radius onto the ramp.   

 

Issue: 

TXDOT construction contractor removed fences (5 strand barbed wire fence w/6’ posts) during 

construction, and failed to replace it. 

 

Solution:
