The Veloweb has planned connections in 10 counties and 105 cities in
North Central Texas. Community Pathways are similar to the Veloweb although they
may not provide a connection to a major destination, they help supplement the

Veloweb network. Alignments were determined through the cooperative efforts of
local governments and NCTCOG staff by:

DESIGN SPEED: 45 MPH
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Identifying existing and funded facilities.
Reviewing locally planned bicycle and pedestrian facilities.

Locating routes that would provide air quality benefits and
access to transit stations and major destinations.

Identifying corridors that provide the greatest potential for
regional connectivity.

The Regional Veloweb is adopted by the Regional Transportation Council,

the transportation policy body of the Metropolitan Planning Organization,

as part of the long-term metropolitan transportation plan for the

Dallas-Fort Worth area. Corridors identified on the Veloweb as “planned”

may be prioritized for future funding. Cities and counties within the region are
responsible for the planning and implementation of bicycle and pedestrian
infrastructure and amenities. The North Central Texas Council of Governments
(NCTCOQG) takes those plans and promotes connections throughout the region,
with a focus on alternative commute routes.
